ZoolLab - YEAR 1
As part of our 'Oh, What a Wonderful World!' topic, ZooLab Company will be visiting Year 1 on Tuesday
18™ June 2024 to present their 'Senses and Textures' workshop. This company has visited school
before in previous years and has been very popular during SciFest.

During the workshop the children will explore and understand how animals use their senses within their
habitats. They will learn about how animals perceive their surroundings and how well their senses are
adapted to them. This will support the children's learning in our science curriculum about animals,
habitats and senses.

The children will have the opportunity o make hands-on discoveries of textures and senses in an animal
handling experience with the expertise of the ZooLab presenter. The animals that may be included in
the workshop are: stick insects, a tarantula, a scorpion, a corn snake, giant millipedes, cockroaches, a
giant African land snail, a tree frog and a small mammal. These may vary slightly on the day. We will of
course ensure strict hand hygiene and safety procedures.

Please ensure that we have up to date allergy information for your child and do please contact your
child's class teacher regarding particular phobias or worries that they may have about the visiting
animals.
