YEAR 2 VISIT TO LINCOLN CASTLE  

MONDAY 18TH NOVEMBER 

As part of our exciting topic ‘Danger! Dungeons and Dragons’, we plan to take the children to Lincoln Castle on 

Monday 18th November. In this topic, we will be learning about how castles have changed over time and what 

it was like to live in Lincoln Castle during the medieval period. The visit will include the following: 

 

• Castle Wall Tour – a walk around the castle wall with fantastic views over Lincoln Cathedral and the 

rare double-motte fort within the castle.
