Our focus Bible story is the Creation Story 

from Genesis 1:1-31 

The Bible opens with an account of how God 
created the Universe and all the things within it. Although 

Christians have different views on scientific accounts on the 
creation of the universe, all hold God as the creator. We 

believe we are made in the image of God and because He is 
creative, it follows that so are we. If God does something, 

and models it for us to do, we believe we should strive to do 
the same and to have the same impact. The Bible tells us we 

have been handed the responsibility for looking after this 
planet – something that most would agree that we could do 
a better job at. Links throughout the curriculum can be made 
to current environmental issues and the importance of our 
role as stewards of the planet. Through our values and Eco 

initiatives in particular, we encourage our pupils to be Agents 
of Change and to make a difference in the local community 

and beyond by following God’s example and striving to fulfil 
His expectations.
